Studio Policies 
Steady progress cannot be made without 

regular attendance.  Weekly lessons are 

required.  Additionally, a performance/

theory class will be scheduled  approxi-

mately every eight weeks. These classes are 

one hour long and replace that weekôs    

private lesson. Pre-arranged absences and 

emergency cancellations with a 24-hour 

notice will be rescheduled during the    

make-up lesson week which will coincide 

with the theory class week.  Non-emergency 

cancellations without a 24-hour notice will 

not be offered a make-up lesson or refund. 

Tuition payment is due on the first lesson of 

the month.  If needed you may mail the 

check to my address.  A fee of $5 will be 

assessed for late payments.  I will bill at the 

end of the month for the following month. 

Performance 

Opportunities 
In addition to performance classes, an an-

nual recital will be held in the spring.     

Attendance is required.  Other performance 

opportunities may include National Piano 

Guild Auditions and Junior Festival by the 

National Federation of Music Clubs. 

Daily practice sessions are key to making 

good progress.  Beginner students will be 

given practice directions that will help accli-

mate them to the art of playing.  Generally, 

elementary students and those in the method 

books need 20 minutes (minimum), 6 days a 

week.  Junior level students need 30 min-

utes, 6 days a week and high school/upper 

level students practice 45 minutes to an 

hour,  6 days a week.
